UKA so far — possible consequences —
transnational quality assurance

Changes in Swedish law and mandate needed if UKA is to

 review EUIs, foreign HEIs, programmes or research e.g. in the EUniQ model
(need parliamentary decision)

« automatically accept/approve other QA organisations’ reviews and not have to
'repeat’ the review (need agreements)

» National investigation needed and/or agreements between countries

»How can we implement the European Approach? (Appraisals and
programme reviews)

»How can we collaborate with other QA organisations?
Long term:

»What changes in regulations are needed for long term changes?
