Challenges, topics of discussion and reflection

In a generally positive context, matters for discussion and consideration are:
- how to stimulate more active participation in the TPG activities by all countries
- how to ensure that both countries that believe they have completely implemented the
Key Commitments and those that believe they need support participate fully and
pro-actively
- coordination among the various representatives (in different TPG) of each country is
necessary but often problematic.

The BICG’s mission is to ensure that the Key Commitments themselves are at the centre of the
TPGs’ attention. Sometimes relevant but less central issues are at the forefront.

Complete and compatible implementation of the ‘Key Commitments’ is necessary for the
realization of the other EHEA commitment — including new ones.
