* The work of each subgroup will culminate in a PLA.

* WG members can choose to attend 1 or all of the sub-groups but it is
desirable that the 3 sub-groups be approximately equal in size and
that each member can free up enough time to contribute
meaningfully to the group goals.

* PLA meetings will be open to all EHEA countries and BFUG advisory
members, not just WG members.
